Off-site virtual PPA

Off-site virtual PPA means that the power company installs solar power facilities outside our own company property, as a contract model in which they provide 

the business owner only with the environmental values of the generated CO2-free power. This approach has realized 100% renewable energy use in the electric 

power used at sales hubs in Japan. The surplus is put to use toward switching to renewable energy in electric power used at production bases in Japan.
